A Safer Cycling Route from Newbury (Railway Station) to the Royal County of Berkshire Show at Chieveley.

Recommended by West Berkshire SPOKES Cycling Action Group. 

The showground is due north of Newbury, the route is
about 10KM and will take about 45 minutes.

On leaving Newbury railway station (north side) via
Railway Approach road, turn left into Cheap Street; 

turn left into Market Street; 

turn right into Bartholomew Street (north);

follow into Northbrook Street (these last two streets
are pedestrianised between 10.00 am and 6.00 pm); 

at the clock tower at the north end of Northbrook
Street turn left into Oxford Road;

take the second turning off the mini roundabout,
past Waitrose, where a cycling route begins and takes you
around the next roundabout; 

take the Oxford Road exit and follow, over the mini
roundabout to the next at the junction with the
Wantage Road; 

take the second exit towards Oxford, past the
Donnington Valley Hotel and Golf course and Fox and
Hounds (PH), under the A34 Newbury bypass; 

take the next right (sign posted) towards Curridge,
over the A34, up the hill about 2 KM; 

take a left turn (sign posted) onto a track leading
to, and past Curridge Primary School, follow footpath
onto tract and turn left (sign posted); 

at the end of this track turn right (sign posted)
past The Bunk (PH) to crossroads;

turn left into Crabtree Lane track (sign posted) at
fork take the right (sign posted)
past Dennison Barracks onto Chieveley Road;


turn left (sign posted)and follow road to
Showground.
